	Aims and objectives

What are your aims and objectives in providing the regulated activities and locations shown in part 3 of this statement of purpose

	The Gynaecology Partnership Ltd. provides community gynaecology services to the populations of Herts Valleys CCG  and Barnet CCG.

The service can only see patients following referral from their registered GP. Referrals are received at our Admin Hub/HQ at Colney Medical Centre via Choose & Book, NHSnet e-mail, fax or post. The GP referrals are paper triaged with the aim of encouraging GPs to manage patients within general practice as far as possible. We also offer phone or e-mail advice to GPs. We do not offer medical advice or triage directly to patients. If patients need to be seen following triage, they are offered appointments at one of our convenient community locations. Most patients are seen within 3-4 weeks, and we offer weekday and weekend (Saturday & Sunday) appointments as well as evening appointments up to 8pm on Thursdays. We aim to provide a one-stop service as far as possible.
We aim to offer patients a fast, friendly and convenient service to manage their gynaecological problems. We see all Gynaecology, a significant proportion of which is patients having abnormal bleeding or pelvic pain. We are able to offer patients the option of an outpatient diagnostic hysteroscopy, which means that they do not require a general anaesthetic with all its accompanying risks. We use very thin semi-flexible Alphascopes to provide these procedures, and often patients do not even require local anaesthetic. Outpatient hysteroscopies are performed at the Colney Medical Centre HQ site and at Oak Lodge Medical Centre in Edgware.  Sometimes, small cervical or endometrial polyps can be removed (polypectomies). We also perform removal of symptomatic vulval skin tags under local anaesthetic. We are also able to offer an ultrasound scanning facility at London Colney as well as treatment hysteroscopies.

We may look to offer outpatient endometrial ablation procedures in the future at Colney Medical Centre. 

If patients require more complex surgery, they are able to choose an onward hospital of their choice via Choose and Book or we are able to offer them direct listing at Spire Harpenden, BMI Cavell, BMI Kings Oak or BMI The Garden Hospitals, where they can be operated on by the same Consultant who saw them in the community clinic. This is done under the National Contracts held by Spire and BMI, and the CCGs are billed directly for this surgical work. Patients can also be directly listed at West Herts Hospitals NHS Trust, Royal Free Hospitals NHS Trust, and Luton & Dunstable Foundation NHS Foundation Trust.  Patients can then be seen for follow up within the Community Service. This offers a seamless pathway of care to patients.
As well as local Consultants, we have 2 accredited GPSIs working in the service, and a third who is training to be a GPSI. Our Consultant Lead is Mr. Pratik Shah, a highly experienced Consultant Gynaecologist who is based at Royal Free Hospitals NHS Trust, where he was previously the Clinical Director. Dr. Nisha Kedia, a local GP Principal and an accredited GPSI in Gynaecology is our GP Lead. The management lead is Dr. Kapil Kedia, a GP with a  management background who has an MBA in Healthcare Management and was previously the Vice Chairman of St. Albans & Harpenden Commissioning Group. Mr. Shah, Dr. Nisha Kedia and Dr. Kapil Kedia are the three Directors of The Gynaecology Partnership Ltd. The company holds Standard NHS Contracts with both HVCCG and Barnet CCG to provide community gynaecology services. The doctors are supported by a robust management and administrative team and are focussed on providing an excellent level of care to patients. 
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
